The message of the H.E. Dr. Seyyed Ebrahim Raisi, 

President of the Islamic Republic of Iran 

on the occasion of the Observance of  

“the International day of solidarity with the Palestinian people” 

November 29, 2022 

 

In the Name of Allah, the most Compassionate, the most Merciful 

 

The 29th of November is a reminder of more than seven decades of occupation 

of the Palestinian territories by the racist Zionist regime, the endless suffering of the 

Palestinian people, as well as the continued suppression and injustice against these 

innocent people. This regime’s aggressive and racist policies and its organized 

crime, including the killing of innocent Palestinian people and imposition of anti-

human rights sanctions against them, have been intensified vehemently. 

The world is still witnessing continued occupation and a further increase in 

the Zionist regime’s aggressive policies, including its plan to annex occupied 

territories, develop new settlements, embargo the Gaza Strip, kill women and 

children, kill journalists while they are fulfilling their missions as well as violate the 

rights of West Bank residents.  

Unfortunately, members of the international community have failed to take 

any effective measures until now to end the occupation of the Palestinian territories 

and realize the rights of its innocent people, and their conditions have been 

continuously deteriorating on a daily basis. According to existing figures, in 2022 

alone, more than 190 Palestinians, including at least 37 children, have been martyred 

by the Zionist regime on the grounds that they are defending their legitimate rights 
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and confronting the occupiers. Currently, there are more than 4,700 Palestinians, 

including 30 women, held in Israeli prisons in horrible conditions. 

The Islamic Republic of Iran, while condemning the Zionist regime’s actions 

to kill Palestinians, persecute Palestinian prisoners, particularly women and 

children, adopt expansionist policies to develop settlements and continue the 

embargo against the Gaza Strip, maintains that the only logical and ultimate solution 

for the “question of Palestine” is not through the inconclusive path of normalizing 

relations with this regime, but through unremitting resistance, unity among the 

Islamic countries and the international community as well as their firm and 

coordinated measures to support the popular fights of Palestine to end the occupation 

and bring the Zionist criminals to justice in legal and international courts for 

committing war crimes and widespread and flagrant violation of human rights. 

Emphasizing the continuation of comprehensive support to the cause of the 

innocent people of Palestine while honoring the legitimate and admirable resistance 

of the Palestinian youth against the Zionist regime’s aggression and occupation, the 

Islamic Republic of Iran calls upon the international community to confront this 

regime’s actions which are brazenly violating human rights and the contents of the 

international resolutions.  

The Islamic Republic of Iran believes that the only fundamental solution to 

the issue of Palestine is to end the organized occupation of the historical lands of the 

Palestinian people, let Palestinian refugees return to their homelands and practice 

their right to self-determination. In this regard, the Islamic Republic of Iran’s Four-

Paragraph Plan, which has already been sent to the United Nations formally, is a 

suitable substitute for the previously failed plans for Palestine. This plan is based on 

the return of Palestinian refugees to their homelands and holding a national 

referendum among the original inhabitants of this Country according to democratic 
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principles and international law, which are recognized by all states and nations. The 

means of this plan stand on the principles of democracy and civil rights enshrined in 

the Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and the International Covenant on 

Economic, Social and Cultural Rights. The “question of Palestine” will be settled 

through legal perspectives and according to the “right to self-determination” and the 

“right to return” of all Palestinian refugees to their homelands.  

The Islamic Republic of Iran asserts that maintaining fair and lasting peace in 

the Middle East can only be realized through the settlement of the question of 

Palestine and establishing a united Palestinian government with Jerusalem as its 

capital city. Therefore, while expressing its full solidarity with the people of 

Palestine, the Islamic Republic of Iran once again underlines the foremost liability 

of the international community, especially the United Nations, to end the occupation 

of Palestine and support its people to realize their principled and inalienable rights.
