Excellency,

It pleases me, as we once again celebrate the International Day of Solidarity with
the brotherly Palestinian People, to extend to Your Excellency and to the members of the
United Nations Committee on the Exercise of the inalienable Rights of the Palestinian
People, my deepest thanks and appreciation for the appreciated efforts you expend in
support of the just and legitimate rights of the brotherly Palestinian People, while affirming
the support of the State of Kuwait to Your Excellency and to your sincere endeavors in
this context.

On the International Day of Solidarity with the brotherly Palestinian People, the
Leadership, Government and People of the State of Kuwait renew their historic, firm and
principled support for the brotherly Palestinian People, and their just cause, and salute
their legitimate struggle against the occupation in order to obtain their full legitimate
political rights.

Once again, this anniversary is passing, while the proud Palestinian people, are
regrettably still suffering from the worst kinds of attacks against them by Israel, the
occupying power, in its series of continuous violations against them, not to mention the
continued construction of illegal settlements on Palestinian lands, which constitute a
gross violation of international resolutions, foremost among which, are the resolutions of
the Security Council. This is in addition to the heinous crimes, those settlers commit
against the Palestinian which are not met by clear international reactions, that seek to lift
or repel this injustice and unfairness. Regrettably, the incursions against the Al-Agsa
Mosque continue, with provocative practices that violate its sanctity. The continuation of
these unacceptable practices and their escalation, in addition to the continued imposition
of restrictions on the entry of the worshippers to the al-Agsa Mosque, also constitute a
flagrant violation of international law, and of the historical and legal status of Al-Quds, and
its holy places.

In the absence of the principle of accountability for the systematic daily violations
of the occupying authority inside the occupied Palestinian territories, and in light of the




exploitation of the occupying authority of this reality, to deprive the Palestinian people of
their legitimate rights, and to seize their lands, wealth, and sources of livelihood, which in
turn, undermines the chances to reach a just peace. Thus, it is imperative to stop acting
as if the rights of the Palestinian people are excluded from the rules and provisions of
international laws, as we stress the need to guarantee accountability and justice to the
unarmed Palestinian people. The suffering of the Palestinian people from unfair
occupation, systematic violations, arbitrary repression, and deprivation of the most basic
rights, over the decades, makes it imperative upon the entire international community to
assume its responsibilities, and double its efforts, to end all what the Palestinian people
are subjected to by the occupying authority, as well as to work to provide protection to the
brotherly Palestinian people and their holy places. In this context, the State of Kuwait
strongly supports the application of the State of Palestine for membership in the United
Nations as a fully-fledged state.

The State of Kuwait shall continue its unwavering support at all political,
humanitarian and developmental levels, to the brotherly Palestinian people, including
through the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near
East (UNRWA), since it constitutes a fundamental pillar of stability in the region, and for
the importance of the noble tasks and humanitarian services it provides to the Palestinian
refugees.

In conclusion, the State of Kuwait renews its adherence to the Arab, Muslim and
international position, which confirms that peace is the strategic choice, and the
permanent, comprehensive and just peace is based upon the two-state solution,
according to the agreed upon references, represented in the relevant Security Council
resolutions, and the Arab Peace Initiative, in what would lead to the attainment of the
brotherly Palestinian people all of their legitimate political rights, their right to self
determination, and the establishment of their independent state on their land along the
borders of 4 June 1967 with East Jerusalem as its capital.
