The Peace, Mercy, and Blessings of God Be Upon You.

Excellency,

At the outset of my letter, | would like to extend to Your Excellency and to the
esteemed members of the Committee on the Exercise of the Inalienable Rights of the
Palestinian People, our profound thanks and appreciation for the efforts exerted in
support of the just and legitimate rights of the brotherly Palestinian people, while affirming
the support of the State of Kuwait to Your Excellency and to your sincere endeavors in
this regard.

On the day of the 75" Anniversary of the Nakba, we painfully recall the tragedy of

the brotherly Palestinian people, and the crime against humanity that was committed
against them in 1948, when hundreds of thousands of our people in Palestine were
forcibly driven out and displaced, to remain with their successive generations away from
their homeland over a period of more than seven decades. The Nakba of the Palestinian
people constitutes the longest period of denial of national and collective rights to any of
the world’s people, caused by the longest running occupation in modern history.
In solidarity with the brotherly Palestinian people, and seeking to alleviate their pain of
migration, and the agony of their displacement, Kuwait then welcomed and embraced
thousands of the displaced Palestinians, in light of Kuwaiti public and official sympathy
towards their Palestinian brothers.

Today, on this anniversary, the State of Kuwait, its leadership, government and
people renew their historic, unwavering, and principled support to the brotherly
Palestinian people and their just cause, salute their steadfastness, and support their
legitimate struggle against the occupation, in order to obtain their full legitimate political
rights. In this context, we affirm that the passage of time will not strip the Palestinian
people of their right of return to their land.



It is unfortunate that this anniversary passes us once again, while the proud
Palestinian people are still facing the most severe kinds of aggressions and violations
practiced against them by the occupying power, as well as the continued construction of
illegal settlements on Palestinian land, which constitutes a blatant violation of international
resolutions, foremost among which are the resolutions of the Security Council. The
deprivation of the Palestinian people of their legitimate rights, the seizing of their land,
wealth and their sources of livelihood, undermine the chances to reach a just peace. We
emphasize the imperative need for the immediate cessation of these oppressive unlawful
practices, as if the rights of the Palestinian people are excluded from the rules and
provisions of international law.

The occupation, systemic violations, arbitrary oppression, and deprivation of the
most basic rights, makes it incumbent upon the international community to assume its
responsibilities to put an end to all what the Palestinians are subjected to by the occupying
power, and act upon providing protection to the brotherly Palestinian people and their
sanctities. The State of Kuwait also renews it call for the State of Palestine to obtain full
membership in the United Nations.

The State of Kuwait shall continue its unwavering support to the brotherly
Palestinian people, including through the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for the
Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA), since it constitutes a pillar of stability in
the region, as well its noble deeds and the humanitarian services it provides to the
Palestinian refugees.

In conclusion, the State of Kuwait renews its adherence to the Arab, Muslim and
International position, which affirms that peace is the strategic choice, and that the
permanent, comprehensive and just peace is based on the two-state solution, according
to the agreed upon references, represented in the relevant Security Council resolutions
and the Arab Peace Initiative, in what would lead to the obtaining of the Palestinian people
their full political legitimate rights, their right to self-determination and the establishment
of their independent state along the borders of 4 June 1967, with East Jerusalem as its
capital.
